Ruby Alvarado, Chair of NALFO, said the increase will also allow more resources to be focused member organizations by ensuring a full board is in place at all national meetings.

“At this time individuals are dependent on their organization or on their own for costs to attend meetings, and this is often prohibitive in board members not only attending national NALFO meetings, but also being able to attend and participate in other national conferences that are integral in the success of NALFO and its organizations”, Alvarado said.

The Board also discussed additional ways to use the increase to benefit its member organizations by funding speaker costs, providing scholarships for NALFO undergraduates or ensure board members can attend national meetings.

NALFO is participating in a group study focusing on Greek life and conduct called The Coalition.

The Coalition is a joint venture by the umbrella groups such as NIC, NPC, NPHC, AFA to create shared standards of Greek life and to gauge the health of Greek communities on college campuses by request from the Association for University Presidents and the Franklin Square Group.

NALFO is beginning the process of creating NALFO Campus Assessment Teams for the pilot study that will be starting end of February or early March. 
NALFO needs volunteers from its member organizations to participate on the assessment teams that will be going to campuses initial studies.

A few universities participating in the pilot studies this semester included: Central Michigan University, Eastern Illinois University, and Nicholls State University.
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
